The Laws of Arrakech

(Criminal Law)
Crimes of the Lesser Degree

Breaking Curfew

An island-wide curfew for citizenry is implemented – from sundown to sunrise. Breaking of this curfew is subject to a statuary fine of 2 quarters.

Obstructing a Guardsman

Obstructing any Guardsman in the pursuit of his duty is consider a crime of the lesser degree, subject to an immediate on the spot fine of 2 stell.

Watering Liquor

The serving of watered-down alcoholic beverages is a crime of the lesser degree, punishable by a variable fine of 1 stell and above, dependant on persistence of the offender and the quantity of alcohol sullied.

False Partitioning

Claiming more land than you legally own is subject to a flat fine of 5 gold per pace of land illegally claimed.

Defacing Property

The defacement of another’s property is a lesser degree crime, incurring a fine that is variable in nature, as dictated by any senior Guardsman.

Inferior Weaponry

The possession of inferior weaponry is punishable by the fine of 2 quarters per article. The trade of inferior armaments is fined at a rate of 3 stell per item.
Crimes of the Greater Degree

Theft

Theft of property is considered a Greater Degree crime. The first offence is punishable by a public flogging. The second offence will see the perpetrator branded a thief. The third offence will result in the amputation of the offenders off-hand. Any subsequent offences are considered a Capital Crime and as such punishable by execution.

Assault

Attacking an unsuspecting individual in any capacity with intent to cause harm is classified as assault, and will incur a public flogging.

Brawling

Brawling, in any form, is a crime of the Greater Degree, and will incur a public flogging.

Short Measure

Providing short measure of any commodity or resource (including alcohol) is a crime of the Greater Degree, and will incur a public flogging.

Animal Maltreatment

Failing to care for pack animals or livestock to an adequate degree (as dictated by any senior Guardsman) is a crime of the Greater Degree, and will incur a public flogging.

Mine Negligence

Failing to properly provision, or failure to provide adequate security for a mine is a crime of the Greater Degree, and will incur (for the mine owner) a public flogging.

Coin Clipping

The clipping of coins of any denomination is a crime of the Greater Degree, and will incur a public flogging.

Offensive Spellcasting

The use of spellcasting (and incantation) to cause harm, or to facilitate the causing of harm, is a crime of the Greater Degree, and will incur a public flogging.

Perjury

The act of lying to any member of the Countess’ Court, or any Guardsman is classed as perjury, is considered a crime of the Greater Degree, and will incur a public flogging.

Capital Crimes

All Capital Crimes are equally heinous in the eyes of the Court of Arrakech, and hence are all punishable by execution. Anyone accused of a capital crime has the right to appeal to the Countess of Arrakech for a hearing. This may be refused at Her discretion.

The capital crimes are: Murder, Piracy, Treason, Heresy, Necromancy, Banditry, Mugging, and Forgery.
Addendum: Law Enforcement

The Guard are the sole arbiters of the law, and with the exception of Capital Crimes, there are no rights of appeal.

In order to carry out their duties for the good of and in the service of Arrakech, the Countess’ Guard are not subject to the laws that dictate Crimes of the Lesser or Greater degree. They are, however, subject to the law on Capital Crimes.

Executions must be carried out in the presence of an Inquisitor of the True Varus. The Inquisitor is tasked with verifying the final guilt of the Pattern of the adjudged.
